- Named after the “Battle of Alexandria” in 1801, between the French & British

- In 1943, Alexandria was the largest Industrial District in Australia, manufacturing everything 

from Bricks to Airplanes, and a number of Tanneries. There were 550 factories in a fairly 
small area 
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- O’Riordan Street which runs through the Suburb, was known as “Stink Street”. 
- “Sydney Park” is in Alexandria – Sydney’s 3rd largest Park – it was originally a Swamp & 

Turpentine Forest – part of what is now the Park, was also a Brick Pit – with the Chimney 
Stacks still standing 

- Parkview Hotel opened in 1898 – it was originally modelled on “an old English Tavern”. 
- Local residents were outraged when it opened, as local gangs frequented other pubs in the 

area, with fights breaking out in the streets. A bit like Northies on a Saturday night. 
- It was very much a working man’s area 
- Average House Price $1.7 Million – not sure it’s a working man’s area anymore!
