- A lot of the streets in the area reflect the US presence – Pennsylvania Road, Kentucky Road, 
Truman Avenue and Idaho Place, to name a few 
 

- After the War, the Huts became Public Housing – Housing Commission 
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- As a result, the suburb developed an unsavoury reputation for Poverty, overcrowding, crime 
and violence 
 

- To alleviate this, the local council held a competition in 1957 to change its name 
 

- And the winner was Riverwood 
 

- Currently only 39% of the population was born in Australia 
 

- Average House price is $1,055,000
