“Rex Investments”, a division of L.J. Hooker. The Company still operates to this day. 
 
- Across the road was the famous “National Studios”, which opened in 1935, and closed 

in 1959. 
 
- Some of Australia’s greatest films were shot there – “Summer of the Seventeenth Doll”, 

“Eureka Stockade”, “Kangaroo”, “Robbery Under Arms” and “Smiley” to name a few. 
 
- Dundee was an extra in the 1936 film “The Flying Doctor” – if you look closely you can 

see him bonking a Nurse at the back of the plane. 
 
- The area then became a huge Holden manufacturing Plant, Eastgardens Shopping 

Centre, & WD & HO Wills, making Cancer Sticks. It was a very big site. 
 
- Famous residents include: 
 

o Kristina Keneally – ex Premier of NSW 
o Les Cowie – Legendary Souths Rugby League Player 
o And others I have never heard of .........................
